Dear Padre ..,

I am a senior Catholic woman. All my life, | have waited for the Church to welcome women as
priests. | have volunteered with numerous faiths over the years and have worked with pastors
and rabbis who are women. Why does the Catholic Church not recognize that women have
callings to the priesthood?

My answer will probably not be acceptable to you, and it might even make you a little more frustrated
and perhaps even discouraged. The understanding of the Church is that the call to priesthood is not
based on merit. If it were based on merit, and that was the single important criterion, your question
might be phrased in a different way. | will let you imagine what that might be!

The tradition, practice, and discipline of the Church continues to insist that the call to ordained
priesthood requires the respondent to be male. Any explanation beyond this simple statement
would be strained and of little use. We are aware of the traditions that are practiced in other
Christian denominations. We are probably aware of the Roman Catholic theology of priesthood that
is offered in support of the practice. We can probably offer example after example in support or
in disagreement of the practice. None of it matters when it comes up against the hard truth of the
tradition, practice, and discipline: the priesthood requires a baptized male for validity. ®
